Would you like to participate in a Prayer Chain for 
Grace Lutheran Church? This will serve a specific area 
in prayer ministry.  

It’s important that all people who sign up to be pray-ers 
on the Prayer Chain: 

1. have access to the internet or have an answering 
service on their telephone.  

2. be currently part of our church family -- mem-
bers or regular attendees.  

 

You may sign up in the Church Office, if you meet the 
requirements above and would like to be a pray-er on 
Grace’s Prayer Chain. 
 

How will the Prayer Chain work? 
 

Prayer requests for the prayer chain should be called 
in or emailed to the church office.  All prayer requests 
will go through Pastor Howell before they will be sent 
to the chain. They will be worded concisely, as specifi-
cally as possible without mentioning anything that 
might be inappropriate or embarrass the person being 
prayed for. Requests for prayer will be honored for pre-
sent needs and concerns of members and their im-
mediate families. We will not send out prayer requests 
for people not connected to members and their families 
or world situations because these concerns can be 
prayed for individually, and these concerns are part of 
the ministry of every church member. When the pastor 
has approved it, the prayer request will be called out, 
exactly as it has been worded, by prayer team leaders to 
those who have signed up for the phone tree. It will be 
emailed to the Prayer Chain distribution list by the Of-
fice Manager for those who signed up to be email pray-
ers.
