who not only manages the office but also interprets the pastor's
sermons. She speaks both German and English and earns only
$500 a month. (The turnover in church positions is great, because

the church cannot afford to pay the kind of salaries businesses pay)

In November Inna, the Youth and Children’s
Leader, who earns $250 a month, will lead a
special Bible Week for Children on the theme
"Treasures on Earth and Treasures in Heaven."
Some of our gift will go to finance that project,
including meals for the entire week. Under Inna's
leadership a youth group is growing - refresh-
ments and materials are needed for them as well
as the Sunday School kids.
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St. Petri's new outreach is focused on AIDS. The "Gamma+"
project supports families, often single mothers, with HIV posi-
tive children. When school started they had a little party for the

kids and they were given items they needed for school. v - 4 - “_3

St. Petri has also engaged Elena Kurmyshova, a counselor who visits HIV
patients in the hospital, mostly patients who have no family or have a dys-
functional family and are left to cope alone. Elena gets $400 a month and a
litle money to buy some food and toiletries for her patients.
